Sayyid Al-Hakeem Affirms UN’s Role to Support Development, Stability, Calls
for Governance Cooperation, Diversify Iraq’s Economy
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His Eminence Sayyid Al-Hakeem, Head of the National State Powers’ Alliance, received in his
Baghdad office the United Nations Resident Coordinator in Iraq, Dr. Mohammed Ghulam Ishaq,
where they reviewed the mandate of the UN coordination mission and the key programs being
implemented across Iraq.

His Eminence was briefed on the scope of the United Nations’' activities in Iraq and affirmed
the vital role played by the UN, alongside international organizations, in supporting
development efforts and promoting stability.
